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¿What is RAPI? What is for? 
 
The Royal Decree 99/2011, requires the annual monitoring and evaluation of the activities carried out by 
doctoral students in the process of preparing their thesis, establishing two documents to be prepared: 
the Activities Document and the Research Plan. These documents will be periodically reviewed by their 
respective tutors and thesis supervisors, and finally will be evaluated annually by the Academic 
Committee of the corresponding Doctoral Program. 
 
RAPI is the tool established by our University (UCLM) to accomplish the legal requirements. 
 
The Activities Document which appears in the ‘ACTIVIDADES’ (Activities) entry has been designed so each 
doctorate student can introduce its data referred to 7 types of activities that can be developed:  
 

1. ATTENDANCE TO COURSES, CONGRESSES, SYMPOSIA AND/OR CONFERENCES. 
2. PRESENTATIONS OR COMMUNICATIONS IN COURSES, CONGRESSES, SYMPOSIUMS AND 
CONFERENCES. 
3. PUBLICATIONS. 
4. PRESENTATION OF PARTIAL RESULTS OF RESEARCH. 
5. RESEARCH STAYS IN OTHER INSTITUTIONS. 
6. PARTICIPATION IN RESEARCH PROJECTS. 
7. PATENTS. 
 
 

The Research Plan is typed in the entry "RESEARCH PLAN" and is not the thesis itself but the plan that the 
PhD student and his/her thesis advisor plan to follow in order to complete the thesis. It must be 
completed during the first academic year and regenerate in subsequent years, including updates in case. 
It has 7 sections. 

 
1. BASIC DATA (with the following sections): 

1.1. Subject matter of the thesis. 

1.2. Provisional title of the thesis. 

1.3. Area of knowledge. 

1.4. UNESCO subject code. 

1.5. Line of Research. 

1.6. Check if your thesis requires a report from an Ethics Committee. 

1.7. Report of the ethics committee or negative report of the director. 

 

2. BACKGROUND AND CURRENT STATUS OF THE TOPIC. 

3. OBJECTIVES. 

4. MATERIALS, METHODS AND TIME SCHEDULE. 

5. MOBILITY PLAN. 

6. EXPECTED RESULTS. 

7. REFERENCES.

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Once identified, you will be prompted to access the following screen where you will need to click on 
"Access as a student" (Acceso como alumno). 

After that, we will be able to access the main page of our follow-up system where our initial data 
will be displayed. By clicking on ‘Ver más’ (See more) we will check our personal and teaching data.   

 
 

 

 

We will be able to go through our file record by clicking on the sections of the menu bar that appears in 
blue: Activities, Research Plan, Evaluation and Thesis. 
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ACTIVITIES DOCUMENT 

 
After accessing RAPI, it will be necessary to go to the tab “Actividades” (Activities) and click on it.  

 

 

 
We will access to the section where we will see the different activities we already have registered. We 
can select ‘Todas’ (All) or just the academic year we are interested in.  
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To introduce a new activity, we will click in the icon “Crear” (create) in order to be able to proceed 
to insert activities carried out during the course of the development of our thesis and for the 
corresponding academic year. 

 

 

A box will pop up for us to fill in the basic data to create an activity. 

 
 

There are two different types of modalities in the activities: 
 

• Individual Activity. 

• Predefined activity. 
 

If we choose individual activity, once these sections have been filled in, we will click on "Detailed data" 
and a form will be displayed to fill in the activity data. Mandatory data are marked with an "*". 
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If we choose predefined activity, we can choose from the drop-down list the activity performed. These are 
all courses and seminars organized by the International Doctoral School. In this type of activity, the 
detailed data will be filled in and we will only have to select and upload the proof of attendance. 

 
Once the data has been filled in, we will have the option to "Save" or "Save and send to the professor" 
(thesis director) so that he/she can review it and proceed to "accept", "reject" or put it as "pending 
correction".
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There are two possible states in which to place our activities:  
 

- By clicking the button      will be in "Registered" status. In this state, the default 
state in which the activities initially remain, they are invisible to their director(s), and it is 
possible for the doctoral student to edit and modify them. 
 

- By clicking the button  will be in "Under Review" status. In this 
state, the activities are visible to the director(s) and, therefore, can be reviewed and 
accepted by them. In this status, it is NOT possible to the student to edit anymore. The 
director has the possibility to accept, reject or ask for corrections. In the latter case, the 
student can make the necessary changes before putting them back "in review".
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RESEARCH PLAN 
 

 
After entering RAPI, it will be necessary to go to the “Plan Investigación” (Research Plan) and click on it.  

The research plan must be generated every academic year.  
 

The Research Plan is the document which substitutes the ‘Thesis project’ from the old PhD Programs. It is not the 
Thesis by itself. Instead, it is the plan that the doctorate student and his/her director/s have developed. The text 
of the doctoral thesis does not have to be included. 

It is compulsory to generate this plan every year. It will be completed during the first academic year and may or 
may not be updated in subsequent years. In the second and subsequent years the research plan will be generated 
with the data from the last academic year. We can choose to keep the data or modify them. It has 7 sections.  

 



   
 

 

 
In the first year, all sections will be filled in, selecting and editing each one of them. To do so, click on 
the label Show activity details that you will find in each of the sections: 

 
 

  

When showing the details, you have to click on Editar (Edit) to modify or complete the data. Please 
note that all fields marked with an asterisk are mandatory. (*)

From the 2022-23 academic year, UCLM doctoral thesis research plans (both new and old) must include 
the report of the corresponding ethics committee according to the information available on the UCLM 
Scientific Ethics Portal. 
 
 In the event that the thesis director determines that the report of any of the ethics committees included 
in the previous link is not required, the box will not be checked and a free-text supporting document 
(no standardized model is required) signed by the thesis director in that way must be included. 
 

 
 

 

  
 
 

There are two possible statuses of the sections of the research plan in which to place our activities: 

 
- Registered. In this state, the default state, the activities are invisible to their director/s, and it is 

possible for the doctoral student to edit and modify them. 
 

- Under revision. In this state, the activities are visible to their director/s and, therefore, they can be 
reviewed and accepted by them. In this state, it is NOT possible to the student to edit anymore. 
The director has the option to accept, reject or ask for corrections. In the latter case, the student 
will be able to make the necessary changes before putting them back "in review".
